Make a list of several dozen physical, mental and emotional states, such as tired, happy, sad, stressed, angry, in love, confident, shy and smart. Write the words on small pieces of paper, fold them and place them in a hat. Explain to students that the game of charades requires participants to make inferences. Invite a student to come to the front of the room and choose a piece of paper from the hat. Explain that the student must try to help class members guess what the word is through gestures only -- no talking. This will require students to "infer."

·  Page 5 Q: Alice said she was able to change her dad into a horse.  Was she really able to change him into a horse?
· Pages 6 & 7 TPS: On these pages, Alice said she magically changed the cookies into hers.  Tell a partner what you think she was really telling you.
· Page 8 TU/TD: Here, Alice tells us that her Dad is the Duke of Morningside Drive.  Do you think he is really a Duke (TU/TD)?  
· Page 9 Q: How do you think Alice was able to make the leaves fall off the trees (she wasn’t, it’s fall)?  What told you that (the leaves are different colors)?
· Page 16 SO: In one word, tell me what the “Fairy Dust” was that Alice was sprinkling on her oatmeal (sugar).
· Page 17 & 18 TPS: Why do you think that Alice couldn’t make her dog float to the ceiling (because she’s a girl, not a fairy)?  Turn to your partner and share this with her.
· Page 22 Q: On this page, Alice said she’d like to turn her bathwater into strawberry Jell-O.  If you were a temporary fairy, what would you like to be able to do?
· Page 29 TU/TD: On the last page, Alice says she’ll probably be a temporary fairy forever.  Do you think this is because she is too young?  Do you think this is because she needs to “try harder”?
· Page 29 Q: Why do you think Alice will be a temporary fairy forever?

	Post Reading

	This book talked about Alice and what she was telling us she was able to do as a fairy in her story, but we were able to think about her words and what she really meant when she was using her magic wand.

We are going to play a game where we take turns guessing what some of you are really telling us.  I’d like to start by reading a card and ask you what you think I am really trying to tell you with my words.  Read a card, choose a “guesser”.  This guesser becomes the next girl to ask a question from the pile.  Continue until the girls are done with the cards and ask if the girls would like to come up with their own inferences.  These inferences can be written down and shared with the class the next day.  If the group is showing signs of fatigue or lack of interest.  Stop the activity, and continue the next day.
