	Pre-reading
	Cool Words

	 Day 1:
Introduce “cool words.” Ask students to give thumbs up or down if they know the word before you teach them. **Note that this book does NOT have many high leverage words that students may be unfamiliar with. Depending on your students, you may choose to teach all words as incidental. 
Today we are going to read about a boy name Jeremy who really wanted something. Can you think of a time you really wanted something? Tell students a personal anecdote.

While I read this story, I will be asking you to make inferences. (If needed, review what inferences are.)
I will also ask you at the end of the story to talk about Jeremy’s challenge and how he responded to it. 
Day 2:

Give background on Maribeth Boelts. Quick review of the vocabulary and yesterday’s discussion. Ask students what grandma meant when she said, “There’s no room for want…” Before reading, show pictures on first couple of pages depicting how much Jeremy wants those shoes.
Review Jeremy’s challenge and his response to this challenge. (If possible, have the challenge and his responses on easily visible chart paper.) Brainstorm the qualities of SSB that Jeremy demonstrated in the story. Tell students that for the second read, they need to be thinking about the SSB qualities that Jermey displayed AND they will need to identify details from the story that support their claims about Jeremy’s character.
	spy (spies): to look at something closely
hitch up: to pull up (with jerks)
nudge: to push something gently with part of your body, especially your elbow.
shove: to push someone or something in a rough or careless way, using your hands.
INCIDENTAL:
guidance counselor: a person who works at schools and helps students solve their problems.

	Read-aloud

	Day 1:
~As you read the story, remind students that you will asking them to make inferences, including a prediction. 
~Tell them to be thinking about Jeremy’s challenge and HOW it responded to it. 

Making inferences and predictions:  
10. ~ Antonio doesn’t laugh: Why doesn’t Antonio laugh?
20. ~ New boots in closet: Why doesn’t Grandma say anything?
12. ~ Grandma sits down heavy: Why?
23. ~ I’m not going to do it: Do what?
13. Rerun Thrift Shop, sees something in window: What do you think he sees?

26. ~ Jeremy in bed: What is he thinking about? Predict what he might do?
18. ~ Buy shoes with own $: Why?
Day 2:
Tell students that for the second read, they need to be thinking about the SSB qualities that Jeremy displayed AND they will need to identify details from the story that support their claims about Jeremy’s character.Have character qualities posted to refer to. You may want to refer to the following pages to focus your discussion:
4. ~ Grandma: no room for want, need new boots for winter

17. ~ Grandma: can’t spend $ on shoes that don’t fit
10. ~ Antonio doesn’t laugh, everyone else does
27. ~ Jeremy: push the doorbell and run
11. ~ Grandma: check out shoes you are wanting so much
30. ~ Antonio: “thanks.”
.13~Jeremy: remembers thrift shops

	Post-reading

	Day 1: Discussion: Tell students that they will be asked to describe Jeremy’s challenge and how he responded to it. If needed, begin by having students use a graphic organizer to identify what happened at the beginning, middle and end of the story. Review the plot of the story and make sure students understand Jeremy’s challenge and how he resolved it. 
(Challenge: Jeremy wanted a new pair of popular shoes, he did not have the money and was laughed at in school for his “unpopular shoes.” Response: Jeremy did everything he could to find a way to buy the very expensive shoes--he went to a Thrift Shop and even bought shoes that didn’t fit with his own money. When he realizes that he really can’t wear the shoes, he gives them to another boy who is laughed at for having unpopular shoes.)
Day 2: Review Jeremy’s challenge and his response to this challenge. Brainstorm the qualities of SSB that Jeremy demonstrated in the story. Tell students that as they read the story, the will need to identify details from the story that support their claims about Jeremy’s character. Then have students write a paragraph(s) stating what SSB quality(ies) Jeremy demonstrated, using details from the story to back their claim.
